Hall Green Stadium – MOHAWK BAY- Sales Agent Mr W SAMES
Sales Agent Mr Walter Sames was found in breach of rules 174(i)(b) & 217 in that a urine sample taken from the greyhound Mohawk Bay at Hall Green Stadium on the 1st March 2009 was analysed by HFL Sports Science and found to contain piroxicam. Mr Sames was not in attendance. Having heard the evidence the Disciplinary Committee ordered that Mr Sames be reprimanded and be fined £500. In addition the Disciplinary Committee strongly urged all Sales Agents to seek assurances from owners and trainers that no prohibited substances have been administered to the greyhound.

Hall Green Stadium –  BATH AVE BABY - Sales Agent Mr R Dempsey
Sales Agent Mr Richard Dempsey was found in breach of rules 152(i),174(i)(b),177 & 217 in that a urine sample taken from the greyhound Bath Ave Baby on the 1st march 2009 at Hall Green Stadium was analysed by HFL Sports Science and found to contain nandrolone. Mr Dempsey was not in attendance. Having heard the evidence and considered his explanation the Disciplinary Committee warned him off Sine Die on the basis that he acted as a Sales Agent whilst being a disqualified person. He was also fined £1,000. In addition the Disciplinary Committee strongly urged all Sales Agents to seek assurances from owners and trainers that no prohibited substances have been administered to the greyhound.

Nottingham Stadium – RATHANNY DOLLY – Professional Trainer Mr P.H. Harnden
At a Disciplinary Committee hearing on the 21st July 2009, professional trainer, Mr Peter Harnden attended the hearing and gave evidence regarding the improved performance of the greyhound Rathanny Dolly on the 27th February at Nottingham Stadium. The Disciplinary Committee accepted his explanation.

Appeal to the Disciplinary Committee –  Mr John McGee

Mr McGee appealed to the Disciplinary Committee against a decision of the Director of Regulation decision not to allow him to race his greyhounds on GBGB Licensed Racecourses. Mr McGee attended and having considered the evidence the Disciplinary Committee granted him permission.
