CHAIRMAN’S SUMMARY


· The GRB endorsed proposed changes to rules 46, 128, 159, 173 and 217 along with changes to both Appendix II and Appendix IV of the Rules of Racing. Full details will , as usual , appear in the Calendar.

· Proposed changes to two rules were referred back to the Rules Review Committee for further investigation.

· The GRB was updated on the efforts of the Veterinary Director to establish an acceptable seasonal suppressant for use in greyhounds. Discussions with the Veterinary Medicines Directorate are ongoing.   
 
· The GRB was updated on the outcome of a Sales Trial seminar held on 22nd October. Various initiatives have been agreed to better identify the vendors and to make them responsible for any positive drug tests which may arise. This is part of an overall initiative to make Sales Trials a more attractive and safe method of allowing new owners to come into the sport.

· The GRB discussed the options to issue some licences for longer periods than the current annual basis. The GBGB are to consider a full proposal in due course.      
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
